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KW Cares at-a-glance
· KW Cares, a 501 (c)(3) public charity, is one of the key elements of Keller Williams culture, reaching out to help associates and their immediate families when faced by hardships due to extreme and sudden emergencies.

· KW Cares provides need-based financial assistance KW families whose lives become interrupted by hurricanes, fires, floods, tornadoes, serious accidents, and illness. 

· KW Cares is funded primarily through donations from Keller Williams associates from across the United States and Canada. 

· KW Cares awarded 102 grants to Keller Williams associates in 29 regions for a total of over $1,501,162 in 2010.
· KW Cares reaches out to the community at large through its annual tithe. In 2010 the organizations that received a third of $207,762 tithe are: the Ryan’s Well Foundation, The Disabled American Veteran’s Charitable Service Trust, and the M.D. Anderson Cancer Research Center.
· KW Cares is able to make education grants for eligible family members of KW associates enrolled in college or other institutions of higher learning, whose families have been challenged by unexpected emergencies.

· KW Cares enacts the Heart to Heart adoption program for KW associates affected by regional disasters. This program matches needy associates from the disaster area with market centers. The adopting market centers appoint “Heart Specialists” to lead the market center’s efforts to provide care, comfort, and financial or in-kind support for the adoptee.
· KW Cares’ Beacon of Hope DVD provides glimpses into the lives of KW families who have been helped by a KW Cares grant, showing how very important each donation is in helping make a positive impact on the lives of others. This and other videos can be viewed on KW Connect.
· KW Cares has fun while raising money! In Fall 2010 a 10 city Road Show with Billy McClaughlin and Rhett Butler resulted in $150,000 for KW Cares.  Since 2006, KW Cares has sponsored lively concerts and auctions in conjunction with Mega Camp, featuring the Guess Who, Kansas, Kenny Loggins, and AMERICA, and Blood, Sweat and Tears with Chuck Negron! On September 20, 2011, the 2nd Annual Party With a Purpose featuring The Spazmatics will be held during Mega Camp!  
· KW Cares is directed by 13 very caring individuals, the Board of Directors. Under the guidance of Chair Mo Anderson and Vice Chair Mary Tennant, the Board creates policy, ensures the fiscal health of the organization, and oversees the awarding of KW Cares grants.
